Heavers Farm Primary School is a community school for children aged from 3 – 11 years. The nursery runs two sessions a day. There are 3 year groups in KS1 and 4 year groups in KS2 with two single age classes in each year apart from Reception where we currently have 4 classes (2 bulge classes). From September 2012 we will be expanding by one form of entry. There are 507 pupils in attendance.  The school buildings are located on one site. 

Location of the school: 

Heavers Farm Primary School is located in South Norwood, North Croydon.  The school is approximately 2.4 miles from Central Croydon and is served well by public transport.  The school is set in a residential area. The school is located at the end of a residential cul-de-sac off a very busy main road (Selhurst Road). Most of the children live within close proximity to the school but some children travel from neighbouring boroughs. 

Pedestrian & School entrances: 

The main access to the school is from Dinsdale Gardens, which is a narrow cul-de-sac located off the main road, Selhurst Road. There is pedestrian access from Tennison Road through a very small private residential road containing four houses and access to the garages of houses in Tennison Road. Both entrances are very congested during school drop off and pick up times.  There is a Zebra crossing on Tennison Road near the access road to the school entrance.

Transport links:
Buses:

The no. 157 bus service provides a transport link from Crystal Palace and Croydon. The bus stops within a two minute walk from the school. The no. 196 bus service comes from Brixton and Upper Norwood to Norwood Junction, it stops within 14 minute walk of the school. The no. 410 runs from Croydon and Crystal Palace and stops on Tennison Road within a two minute walk from the school. 

Trains:

Norwood Junction and Selhurst train stations are the nearest rail links to the school. The school is 14 minutes walk from Norwood Junction and 11 minutes from Selhurst.

Roads:

Selhurst Road (A213) which links Sydenham and Broad Green is the main road which serves the school. This is a busy road without any parking. The side roads off Selhurst Road have limited parking, so most parents drive down Dinsdale Gardens which causes a lot of congestion.

Existing school policies and practice to promote safe, healthy and sustainable transport.

The school is keen to promote safe and healthy transport to school for both staff and pupils. We are working hard to maintain and improve current activities in relation to this. The Headteacher, staff and governors have implemented a range of policies, guidelines and practices to encourage and promote an overall safe and healthy lifestyle. 

Car parking on the school site is restricted to staff members on the grounds of health, safety and security. Parents and carers are regularly reminded of the parking arrangements through the text messages, newsletters and the school website.  

The school has clear health and safety policies; which are regularly reviewed by the governing body. The health and safety policy ensures that regular checks of the school grounds are made and any hazards are reported. Main school gates should remain closed to restrict access on to the site and any visitors who enter the school site are required to report to the reception for the school. In addition to this, the rear access and playground gates are locked during the school day to restrict access on to the school grounds. 
The school offers Bikeability training to its Year 3 and 6 pupils. Through assemblies pupils are reminded about road safety and safety when travelling. 
School travel working group:

The working group for the school travel plan currently consists of the Governors’ Premises Committee and School Travel Plan Working Party. The resources committee meets termly and is a standing group that carries out on-going work regarding the school premises and is responsible for the safe and healthy travel of children, staff and visitors to the school. The school travel plan working party was re-established in February 2012 and meets regularly.

Our baseline information - Survey Results

How pupils and staff usually travel to school

The school carried out surveys of parents and staff in February 2012 (last travel survey 2008). The school consulted parents through a questionnaire placed on the website using SurveyMonkey. The staff also completed a SurveyMonkey questionnaire on Fronter (MLE).  Members of the local community were not consulted on this occasion as the issues raised by them in the last survey have not yet been addressed and are still current.
The purpose of the surveys was to establish the current mode of transport used by staff and pupils. It also gave the opportunity to identify any areas around the school that are dangerous and make suggestions for improvements that could be made to encourage parents to let their children walk to school. 

Using data from SIMS we calculated the distance travelled by parents and carers.

The results show that most pupils (80%) live less than 1 mile from the school, within easy walking distance, and a further 16% of the pupils live within 1-2 miles of the school, which is a practical walking distance. Only just over 3% of the pupils live too far away from school to walk.

Whilst nearly two thirds of parents did not feel that there were areas that needed improvement, the remaining third of parents made a variety of suggestions:

	· Public transport but can't see this being able to be solved as we live in Addiscombe and no direct bus/tram/train option.  Since the school has expanded and there must be a few parents/families living some distance away I did think that maybe a school bus would be a solution but the cost/insurance may be an issue.

	· Norwood Junction rail station needs to have ramps for pushchairs etc to go from platform to the other.  Selhurst rail station needs the same as there is a ramp at only one platform. 

	· The buses not coming on time and waiting more than 20 minutes making us late. 

	· More cycle paths and cycle friendly roads. 

	· We are currently looking to relocate to Shirley and to use public transport. It would take 3 buses and increase the time for the school run. Currently I drop off my child to school and drop mum to work. I need my car for work. I car share. 

	· A school bus. 

	· We would very much like to have our public transport, the 410 bus, back on its original route. 

	· More cycle stands.

	· We live too far to walk or cycle.

	· Bike safety would be my main concern. I think there should be signs around schools which state, i.e Children On Bikes, Cycle Area Ahead. A pavement cycle lane for children and parents. I would feel safer riding on the pavement rather than me riding on the road and my child on the pavement. http://lcc.org.uk/

	· Railings along narrow Tennison Rd pavements and zebra crossing on Davidson Rd at Tennison Rd end

	· Tennison Road is very busy. Cars travel very fast and - despite the signage - often take no notice of the pedestrian crossing. I think this is mainly due to the hill that then leads to a slight bend - cars heading north towards Selhurst Road have little time to see pedestrians and come to a full stop at the crossing. I think there should be more signage, road markings or perhaps the crossing should be moved 10 meters further up the road. In an ideal world there would be a lollipop person. As it is I would not be happy for my daughter to cross the road without an adult. Fortunately it's going to be a few years before she will have to do that, so I hope that improvements can be made before that time.

	· Road works maybe they could be scheduled in school holidays.

	· Not sure it is safe for her to cycle would need her to have lessons.

	· There is no point in getting on the bus while there are road works on South Norwood high street. A journey that should take 5 minutes can now take up to 20 mins.

	· The number of road works :I noticed that the roads in the vicinity of the school is always under repairs and should be better planned and managed. It hampers the access to the School and hence children attendance level poor.

	· Introduction of school bus would be a good option, as the distance from home to school is more than a walking distance, unfortunately!

	· No safe route to cycle.

The areas that concerned parents and carers with regards to pupil’s safety were: 
	· Tennison Bridge, traffic goes too fast and pavement feels very narrow. I constantly worry when we walk or cycle across it. 

	· Cars around school and too many people pushing each other trying to get to the school. 

	· Road works and general heavy traffic.

	· Better lighting near exit - Tennison Road side. 

	· It is extremely dangerous when some parents drive on the pavements in Dinsdale Gardens.

	· Where the roundabout is on Clifton Road.

	· Dinsdale Gardens because the cars are not safe. 

	· Cars using Dinsdale Gardens to drop children off at school. Too many lazy parents leading to far too much traffic in a small busy cul-de-sac. No parking restrictions in Selhurst Road and Tennison Road during these periods.

	· Too many motorists disregard the zebra crossings.

	· Lazy parents insisting on parking/dropping off in Dinsdale Gardens. Too busy at school times for a small road. An accident waiting to happen AGAIN. Plenty of parking in Tennison Road and Selhurst Road.

	· There is a lot of traffic just in front of the school. There are narrow roads and parked vehicles on both sides of the road. 

	· At the junction of Holmesdale rd and Clifton rd. Along Dinsdale Gdns. The speed of the traffic can be excessive.

	· Parking outside school gates on Dinsdale Gardens.

	· Parking to drop my child is a nightmare. A lot of drivers go through the end of Dinsdale road even though they know it is a busy time so they end up sometimes in awkward position where they have to drive on pavement to pass through. I drive but I look for a solution around the beginning of the road when I know that it is peak time so that I don't end up just making the situation worse.

	· Tennison Rd pavement needs railings as it's narrow at the bridge end, and cars exceed the speed limit.

	· Dangerously parked cars on marked signs on the other side of Tennison Road. Not safe for children if they are walking themselves to school because they could easily be run over by parents trying to reverse out.... This is really dangerous because I have seen it almost happen...

	· Road work areas in Tennison road and too many parked vehicles taking over the pavement in Dinsdale Gardens.

	· Luckily I don't need to walk through Dinsdale Gardens very often at school drop-off and pick-up times as the parents using their cars have no consideration for pedestrians or residents of this road. Today someone mounted the pavement to allow an oncoming car to get passed, which is fine, but they kept driving at speed along the pavement towards me and my children, rather than stopping and waiting until it was clear and safe to drive on. The Ant Hill Mob in Wacky Races were safer than some of the drivers running late to make it to the school gates. Cars are regularly park so far on the pavement that even the slimmest people walking need to use the road, it's very frustrating.

	· Cars parked pavements which makes it difficult to safely walk on the pavement in Dinsdale Gardens. Also when I am picking my daughter up and it is dark the path on the Tennison Road side of the school is extremely dark and scary. I run if there is no other parents about as I do find this frightening - very poor lighting for an entrance and exit at night.

	· Lighting on Tennison Road. Maybe some sort buddy system where if children walk home they can buddy up with someone else who lives in their area.

	· Restricted non-parking area right in front of the school gate still has been used by some drivers (regulars?!) without any due care whatsoever!

	· Crowd parking at the school gate by some regulars seems annoying and irresponsible!

	· The road that leads to the school is too small, narrow and get easily congested with too many cars. The gates of the school should be open and a member of staff should be controlling the traffic. I would love to use the public transport unfortunately it will take us over an hour to get to school due to where we live and where we can access the buses.

	· Tennison Bridge is very dangerous. I wouldn’t feel comfortable letting him walk over it by himself. They should put up gates/bars.

Local Resident’s Comments (January 2008)
“HELP!  Please, please, please HELP!!  PLEASE. For almost 10 years I’ve been begging for this to be looked into.  My daughter was nearly knocked off her bike when she was about 4 by a man parked on the pavement.  She is now 14!!  We have abuse everyday of school from drivers.  I have personally witnessed a Traffic Warden apologising for telling a car to move off my drive!”(Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“My son is 9 years old, we live right next to the school and due to the way people drive and don’t watch out for the school children.  I am unable to let him go to school on his own.  Twice now I have nearly got hit by a car going to and from school.” (Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“I leave home early and return home late.  On the few occasions that I left late or didn’t go to work, I did experience a few of the issues raised above.  So, I answered ‘neither agree nor disagree’ to problems I experienced only a few times, ‘strongly disagreed’ with behaviour I haven’t experienced, and ‘strongly agreed’ with any changes that help improve the safety of pupils on their way to school.”  (Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“I have lived at Dinsdale Gardens for 17 years.  What I don’t like is when I get home early from work I can’t get into my drive as there is always someone parked on it.  I have to ask them if they would like to pay half the rent as they tell me to wait.  I find them very disrespectful and wish something to be done ASAP.  I have complained over the years.” (Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“My drive is constantly blocked and if you ask parents to move their car they shout at you, are very rude and still don’t move their car until they have been in the school and come out which sometimes means you can’t go anywhere.”(Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“Parents allow their children to walk/run in the garden, lean on the car, drop litter in the garden, congregate outside the gate, speaking/shouting to their friends/children.  Car alarms constantly going off and parents being aggressive to each other in their cars.  Not wanting to give right of way- I have had parents arguing about parking outside my gate leaving obstruction to my drive.  Congestion is a nightmare on this road.  No consideration/respect given to residents.” (Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“I would prefer parents do not use the end of Dinsdale Gardens (closest to school) to drop off their children. It is a residential area.  If parking restrictions are imposed these will affect residents to and their visitors.  It would be adequate to provide gates to entrance to Dinsdale Gardens whereby school users will not be able to drive through.”(Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“No consideration is given to the welfare of pupils or residents.  Cars park on both sides of the road, across driveways & on opposite sides which restrict emergency services vehicles getting down the road- would rather no cars driving down the road.  Parents are often rude when confronted & asked to move their car.”(Resident of Dinsdale Gardens)

“Most of the parents park in our driveways and if you ask them to move their cars they become abusive and aggressive.”
